Chapter 23-The Endocrine System
Vocabulary
1. adrenal glands -endocrine glands that sits on top of kidneys 
2. *diabetes-a condition in which the pancreas does not produce insulin or does not produce enough insulin; causes problems with circulation and can damage vital organs. (a disorder in which the pancreas is unable to produce or produces too little insulin and thus blood sugar levels rise; actual name of the disease is diabetes mellitus)
3. *endocrine gland-pertaining to a gland which secretes into blood or tissue fluid instead of into a duct; endocrine glands produce hormones.
4. *exocrine gland-pertaining to a gland which secretes into a duct.
5. *glands-organs that produce and secrete chemicals called hormones. (an organ that produces a secretion)
6. gonads-sex glands; ovaries and testes.
7. *hormones-chemical substances produced by the body that control numerous body functions.
8. *hyperglycemia-high blood glucose (blood sugar)
9. *hyperthyroidism-a condition in which the thyroid gland produces too much thyroid hormone which causes body processes to speed up and metabolism to increase.
10. *hypoglycemia-low blood glucose (blood sugar); also known as insulin reaction or insulin shock.

11. *hypothyroidism-a condition in which the body lacks thyroid hormone, which causes body processes to slow down.
12. *insulin- a hormone produced in the pancreas necessary for glucose metabolism or regulation of glucose levels in the blood.
13. ovary-female reproductive organ produces ova, estrogen, and progesterone; female gonad.

14. *pancreas-organ of digestion lies behind the stomach, produces digestive juices, insulin and glucagon; it is also an endocrine organ that produces the hormones insulin and glucagon.
15. parathyroid gland-small endocrine glands embedded in the thyroid gland; secretes parathormone.
16. pineal gland-an endocrine gland located in the third ventricle of the brain; produces melatonin.
17. *pituitary gland- a small gland located in the sphenoid bone in the cranium, its hormones affect all other glandular activity; called the master gland.
18. *pre-diabetes-a condition in which a person’s blood glucose levels are above normal but not high enough for a diagnosis of type 2 diabetes.
19. testes-male reproductive organ produces sperm and testosterone; male gonads.
20. thymus gland-endocrine gland located under the sternum; produces T-lymphocytes.
21. thyroid-a butterfly-shaped gland in the neck that is responsible for regulating metabolism and growth.
