Course Description:

At the successful completion of this course the student will demonstrate: 

· The ability to learn and perform advanced dance combinations in all styles of dance.

· Advanced technique in their movement and performance skills.

· Increased usage of the body in isolation and full body movement.

· An in-depth understanding of the importance of performing with a group and as a soloist.

· Increased knowledge of the history of dance as it pertains to Jazz, Modern, Hip Hop and Contemporary Dance.

Course Outline:
Material is presented by means of demonstration and description.  Practice and repetition are the primary means of learning and are followed by correction/clarification. 

Class content will be structured just as a professional dance company with group choreography, improvisation and dance composition.  In addition, we will also view dances on video to further enhance our process and to further expose students to dance on a more global perspective.  We will also videotape our classes and/or rehearsals to enhance the learning and performance skills of the company.
Requirements: 

· REGULAR AND FULL PARTICIPATION IN CLASS!!

· Proper dance/athletic attire- class is to be taken in jazz shoes, dance sneakers or bare feet.
· Promptness- students must be on time to receive full credit for class.
· Quizzes- students will be quizzed periodically on group and individual combinations. 
· Performances-all performances must be attended by all members and will be graded. 
· All requirements MUST BE COMPLETED in order to receive a passing grade.
Evaluation/Assessment:  

Class Participation- Students must be dressed appropriately to participate in all classes.  Students will earn (6) participation points for each class in which they are dressed and actively participating.  Not dressing or participating (for any other reason except school mandated testing) means you will not earn these points.  
A student has one free absence per quarter. After this free absence, if you are absent from school for any reason, participation points will not be earned. Lost points may be made up by completing one of the make-up work options. If a student is unprepared without a change of clothes, the following policy will be applied:
· Unprepared: 1st: warning, 2nd: loss of ½ points, 3rd: call/email to parent/guardian, and loss of all points, 4th: detention, notice sent to dean, call/email to parent/guardian, loss of points.
· Alternative assignments will be completed if a student is sitting out of class due to being unprepared or injured/sick – No outside work may be completed during this time.

Choreography/Performance- You will be evaluated on your own individual ability and personal knowledge of all dance styles, choreography and overall body awareness as they relate to Jazz, Modern, Hip Hop, Improvisation and Contemporary dance during class, rehearsals and performances. Attendance at all company performances on the COMPANY performance calendar are mandatory for all members.
