Course Name:  Spanish III



Text:
Senderos 2, outside authentic sources
Course Description:  Spanish III is a course that applies what is learned in the first two levels of the language and continues to build these skills at a higher level as we continue to practice and increase reading, writing, listening, speaking and linguistic skills, while focusing on the rich authentic sources and the cultural aspects of Spanish-speaking countries.  A major focus of the class is speaking and listening proficiency with a speaking requirement daily through oral reports, impromptu and guided conversations, and listening to and watching authentic aural sources such as interviews, songs and movies.  You will write informative and narrative compositions as well as journals in Spanish applying all learned grammatical concepts, culture and vocabulary. You will read and discuss complex authentic fiction and non-fiction texts such as articles, maps, graphs, charts, songs, poems and stories about the culture, peoples and places of the Hispanic world.  Students will be assessed reading, writing, listening, speaking, and linguistic skills as well as their knowledge of the cultures we explore.
We will finish Senderos 2 after a solid review. Discussions about the importance of the Spanish language and contributions of Hispanic peoples in our world and the infinite advantages of being a global citizen in the 21st century are central to the curriculum. I will use every minute of class time to teach, collaborate and practice.  Outside of class, I will ask you to study, complete GimKits, Kahoots, Blookets and other drills, and occasionally create activities to bring to class. All work done in class will be on paper and turned in physically- including projects, writing assignments, tests and quizzes.  We will have assessments often and comprehension checks daily. I suggest buying a Spanish- English dictionary or downloading the app called Word Reference. In this class, you will be busy and engaged throughout so I expect your attention at all times. 
Assessment:  

Grades are broken down into two categories - summative assignments 70% and formative assignments 30%.  
Summative assessments can be retaken or redone for up to two weeks after the day they are returned.  Students must complete all homework and classwork leading up to the retake and must attend special help to identify areas of weakness before they are eligible to retake a test.  
Materials Needed- three ring binder with dividers and paper.
Classroom Expectations: This is a cell phone/ earbud/ headphone free learning environment. Cell phone/ ear bud usage during class is prohibited. Usage of laptops will be very limited as well. Put them away unless I ask for them to be out. I want you to be comfortable to learn and express yourselves here.  To make this an environment of learning, hard work and mutual respect, I ask a few things of you.  I expect you to try your hardest.  Have a “not yet” mentality meaning, “I don’t get it…yet.” 

I do not mind food and drinks. Be discreet and quiet and clean up after yourselves.  You may use the bathroom as needed- but you must sign out and be reasonable with the time gone. I want to spend my time teaching and encouraging you not correcting and policing.  
I will push you and challenge you.  Meet me at the challenge and don’t back down.  You are all starting with a 100%.  Will you keep it?  It is up to you….
