
E2 Plan Curriculum Phases I and II   

For three years, students in the after-school CHAMPS program piloted the energy audit process at the following schools:  Harding, 
Jefferson and Pfeiffer-Burleigh Elementary Schools and Wilson Middle School.  In the fall of 2011, the Erie City School Board 
approved Phase II as an introduction into thirteen schools throughout the district.  Students were educated about energy usage from 
the building engineer, collected data with light and wattage meters, tracked after-hours usage patterns and benchmarked electrical 
and heating data on Energy Star.gov website.   

Phase I was designed to provide content information as an introduction to the audit process, the students learned about life support 
systems, renewable and nonrenewable energy sources, and the scientific method.  Reinforcement activities included cookie mining, 
constructing and experimenting with model solar panels and wind turbines, playing the watershed map game and learning about 
water usage with Enviroscape.   

                               

After one year as a result of the efforts by the students in the Erie City School District participating in the E2 Plan, the following 
overall results were attained:

• 11% KWH Reduction 

The percentage of energy reduction for the 2011-2012 school year was calculated from September to April and compared to the 
2010-2011 school year.
