o After the ceremony, we ask everyone to immediately exit the gymnasium.  

 Cedar Point Field Trip: Friday, May 31, 2019  

o Departure from East Middle School front entrance at 7:00 A.M.  

o Return to East Middle School front entrance at approximately 9:00 P.M. 

o Student must wear their 8th Grade T-Shirt on the trip.  They can bring a change of 

clothes if they would like to get on water rides, but must change back into their 8th 

grade t-shirt. Comfortable clothing should be worn and some form of sneakers or 

rubber bottom shoes. 

o There are 15 seats left for the field trip.  The cost is $50.00 per student.  The cost covers 

admission in the park, t-shirt, and snacks.  The School District will provide a packed 

lunch for students. Payment can be made in cash only. 

o Students can bring additional money for food, games, and/or other park items.  They 

can also bring a small blanket for the bus ride, snacks, and headphones to listen to 

music.
