Adding Images and Internal Links
Objectives:
At the end of this lesson, you will be able to:

· Add images to your web pages. 

· Create a link from one web page to another.

Instructions

1. Create a new folder called "Adding Images".

2. Make a copy of the index.html file from the "Line Breaks" project and save it into the "Adding Images" folder.

3. Open the index.html file in the "Adding Images" folder.
4. Find an appropriate image of the place you would like to visit and another for the person you admire.  Ask your teacher where you can look for suitable images.

5. Save the images into the same folder as your index.html file.
6. Add one image to your page immediately after the link about the "place you would like to visit".
7. Add a second image immediately after the link about a "person you admire".
8. Be sure to specify the src, width, height, and alt attributes for each image element. 
9. Below the list of presidents, add a new heading entitled, "My Favorite Animal".

10. Add a new paragraph and inside the paragraph, add a link pointing to a file named "animal.html".  Use the name of the animal as the text of the link.

11. Find an image of your favorite animal and save it in this same folder.
12. Create a new page (using the skeleton, as before) and save it in the same folder as your first web document, naming it "animal.html".
13. Edit this new page by giving it a title of "My Favorite Animal" and add a main heading reading, "My Favorite Animal" also.  Insert the image of the animal on the page and then add a paragraph element, providing a brief description of the animal in the image.
14. After the paragraph, add a new paragraph and inside it add a link that reads, "Back to Home Page".  Make the link go back to your original page.

15. Save both pages and open your main page into a web browser.  Confirm that you can click on the link to the new page and then click on that link to return to your home page.
