My job at Perry is to provide services that allow every student to achieve social, emotional, academic and career growth. I do this through individual counseling with students, parent consultation via phone or in person, teacher consultation, small group counseling, and classroom lessons. 
PROGRAMS that will continue at Perry:
· Great Perry Students (GPS)-This is our school wide positive behavior intervention support program.  Students follow 3 expectations: be safe, be responsible and be respectful.  When they do, their classrooms earn paper compasses that accumulate for bigger rewards.  We have great things planned for GPS this year including a Water Day end of year incentive and duct taping Mr. Bashline to the wall!
· Perry Defenders-Students in 4th and 5th grade will be trained to act as “defenders’ of victims of bullying. More information will follow this program in September.
· Recess Class-This is a class period led by Mr. Bashline where students are taught appropriate ways to play on the playground, personal space, taking turns and taking time outs when angry. Recess Class is a teaching opportunity for every kindergarten/first grade student to learn appropriate ways to play with others.
· Peer Mediation-5th grade students will be trained this year on conflict resolution skills and relied upon to help classmates resolve conflicts amongst each other. Begins in September. 
· Student Mentoring Program-5th grade students only. We are working in collaboration with Penn state Behrend to have student (college students) and community mentors once per week to work with and mentor students selected in 5th grade.  Begins in September.
· Mindful Mornings-Brief mindful sessions for students who are having a difficult time transitioning in the morning.  If interested in having your child participate, see Mr. Bashline. 

· Therapy Dog-Mr. Bashline and Gabby are certified as a therapy dog team.   She will be in the building 2 days per week beginning in September.  All students will be able to read to her/work with her if they have a signed permission slip on file.
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· WATCH DOGS (Dads of Great Students)-This is a collaborative program with the dads, uncles, grandfathers of our students where they volunteer time to come to Perry to assist.  More info is available at open house including sign up information. 
Classroom lessons are a great way for the counselor to teach large numbers of students in a short amount of time.  Each class will receive lessons in their classroom every other month-more if the need arises.  Ask Mr. Bashline what topics will be covered during classrooms lessons with your child.  We will also be continuing with our Social and Emotional Learning program called Respectful Ways.  

Small group topics will include the following:
Stress management       
Anger/social skills training/attention and focusing   
Anxiety and test anxiety management
I am the person to speak with if your child is struggling academically and/or behaviorally. If you feel they may need evaluated for additional services call me. We can discuss how to make the appropriate referrals to our Student Assistance Program (SAP).
