Basic Tables
Objectives:
At the end of this lesson, you will be able to:

· Create tables, rows, and columns. 

· Identify some different ways that tables can be used.

Instructions:
1. Create a new folder called "Tables". 

2. Create a new XHTML document and save it as "index.html" in the "Tables" folder.
3. Set the title to be "Basic Tables" and create a main heading that reads the same.
4. Create a table with two columns and three rows.  Do not specify a border or use table headers.  In each of the six cells, place the name of an animal of your choice.
5. Insert a line break and then create a new table with three columns and six rows.  Set a border of 1 pixel.  Fill the first row with the following table headers: "Rank in Size", "State Name", and "State Capital".
6. Down the first column (on the left), place the numbers 1 through 5.

7. Complete the table with the names of the five largest U.S. states by area and the names of their capital cities.  Use the internet or another resource to find this information.

8. Insert another line break and create a new table.  Make the table seven columns but just one row.  Set the table border to be 5 pixels.  Do not use table headers.
9. Populate the seven cells with the days of the week, with Monday on the far left and Sunday on the far right.

10. Save the file and view it in a browser.
