The Protective Services program prepares 
students for careers in law enforcement, 
firefighting and emergency medical ser-
vices.   

Students in this program learn the basic 
knowledge and skills of first responders 
who provide assistance at the scene of an 
emergency, such as an accident, natural 
disaster, fire or other incident.  Instruction 
includes topics in the US legal system, inci-
dent management, hazardous materials 
handling and communications, in addition 
to basic police, firefighting and EMT skills.  

Students may sit for the Erie Firefighter ex-
am at 18 years of age; those interested in 
becoming a police officer must be 21 and 
complete some postsecondary training.
