Welcome to Spanish class!  
The textbook that we use is called Avancemos.  We will review for the first few weeks and then work on the material in the second half of the textbook
Course Materials:  All students need a notebook and folder or 3-ring binder to keep notes and papers in.  
I get to school by 7:15 most days and I am here for extra help on Mondays.  I am happy to have you stay after and get help at that time.  You may ask a question you didn’t want to ask in class or bring your homework for help with a part you don’t understand.  I am happy to help you succeed.

Please ASK QUESTIONS if you do not understand something.  Saying, “I don’t get it.” is not asking a question.  I need to know what it is that you don’t understand.  I am happy to explain again or give more examples if you are unsure.

Expectations:

· Each day, students must report to class on time and ready to learn.

· Students will be respectful in their conversation and actions in my classroom.  I do not tolerate foul language, gestures, etc.
· Electronics will be put away during class.
· Students will have written work (usually a worksheet) most days of the week.  That work is due by the end of class, unless I indicate otherwise.  If it is turned in late, it will be worth only 50% of the actual grade.  

· If you are absent, there is an “ABSENT” folder for your class that will have the work that you missed in it, with your name on it.  Please check the folder immediately – if there is nothing there, please double check with me.

· I expect students to use the restroom before coming to class or to wait until I am done with my lesson for the day to ask to go.  No students will be allowed to go to the restroom during the first or last 10 minutes of the class.
Grades will be calculated according to the following formula:

Tests/Quizzes: 33% - There will usually be one test per chapter, covering the vocab. and grammar from the chapter and at least one vocab. quiz per chapter, sometimes other quizzes
Classwork: 33% - Worksheets will be assigned most days.  You will have time to work on these in class and they can be finished for homework.  All classwork is due the day it is assigned.  After that, it is considered late and will only be worth 50% of the grade earned.   After a week to ten days, unless there are extenuating circumstances, late work may not be accepted. 
Participation: 34% (Each day for the quarter that you are in class, on time, paying attention and doing your work will count toward the participation grade.  Disrupting class, not doing the do now or other assignments, skipping, being late, etc. will result in a reduction of the participation points for that day. Excused absences will not affect your participation grade.)
According to this formula, each grade category is averaged and multiplied by the percentage.  The results for the categories are then added together to calculate the final grade.

***Please note how the 0 and the 50s in Classwork pulled down that grade – it would have been above an 840 if that work had been done/on time.  The final grade would have improved by at least 3 points***
