Course Description: 
· In this class, you will learn about marketing, advertising, selling, pricing, distribution, economics, production, and many more things to help you prepare for a career when you graduate high school.
· You need to complete 3 years of this class to earn a certification. That means you must PASS 3 years to be considered.
· This class is a mixture of computer work and projects. You will earn your grade by completing class assignments and projects, working in the Student Store, assisting in the production of apparel and signs, and by completing the required hours you need each year.
· Yes, we make t-shirts in this class. No, they are not free because you are part of this class; however, you will receive a discount.

Class Rules:
· BE ON TIME! We move fast in this class. If you are late, that just means you are responsible for making up the work.
· BE KIND! There is enough hate and judgement in this world. 
· Clean up after yourself.
· No food or drinks at the computer. If you decide you decide to not follow this rule and I find crumbs or a spill at your computer, you will be responsible for paying for the computer parts.  This will be added to your student account and you will not be allowed to graduate until it is paid. You may eat in the back of the classroom.
· Keyboard - $125
· Mouse - $50
· Monitor - $300
· Tower - $1200
· NO rolling all over the room in the chairs
· Cell Phone Policy: You may have your cell phones in the room and charge them. Please put your phones away while I am teaching.
· No Hoods!
· Do NOT leave the room without permission or a pass
· Keep the language clean. This is considered a work place and you should act as such.

Discipline:
· Cell phones, missing work, talking back, insubordination, tardiness, swearing
· 1st violation – verbal warning
· 2nd violation – verbal warning
· 3rd violation – referral on infinite campus & teacher detention
· If behavior continues a guardian will be notified
· Dress code violation, disruptive behavior, bullying, leaving class without permission
· 1st violation – verbal warning
· 2nd violation – referral on infinite campus & administrator notified
· 3rd violation – administrator action
· If behavior continues, you may be removed from the class permanently
· Fighting, threats, or physically harming another person
· No warning, administrative action, possible removal from the class permanently


Late Work:  If you were not able to complete an assignment in class or by the day it is due, you will lose 2 points a day until the assignment in complete.

Make up Work:  If you were absent, no matter the cause, it is your responsibility to make up assignments, quizzes, and tests you might have missed. Follow the guidelines below
· Excused or School Approved absence
· Class Assignments: Check your folder for missing work. You have 5 class periods from the day you were absent to complete the work. Every day after that you lose 2 points per day.
· Quizzes or Tests: I will notify you that you missed a quiz or test. We will then schedule a time to come in a take that test. This will be during my extra help night, homeroom, or during lunch. If time allows, you may take it at the end of your class period. You MUST make up both quizzes and tests within 5 days after your return.
· Unexcused absence, cut class, or OSS
· Class Assignments: Check the folder for missing work. You will begin losing 2 points a day until the assignment is complete. You have 5 class periods from the day you were absent to complete the work.
· Quizzes or Tests: Same guidelines as above

Test Retake:
· If you failed a test, you have ONE chance to retake it for a better grade. The following is the districts retake policy
· Schedule a time with the teacher to retake the test
· The score from your first test and your retake will be averaged to give you your final score
· Example: 1st test: 50/100 = 50%     Retake test: 92/100 = 92%    Final Grade: 72/100 = 72%
· You have 5 days to schedule a Retake
· Quizzes cannot be retaken.

Grade: Your grade will be determined by 4 categories: Class Assignments, Tests/Quizzes, Projects, and Hours
· Class assignments: 20%
· This consists of worksheets, vocabulary, after you read questions, and any other small assignments that are completed within the class period
· Test/Quizzes:10%
· All tests and quizzes
· Projects: 40%
· Each quarter, you will complete one or more  projects. Some are individual and some are group
· Hours: 30%
· All assignments, projects, and participation match certain hour requirements. You will have a list to help keep track of these hours. You MUST punch in to track your hours. A grade will be entered for completed hours every 2 weeks.

Student Store:
· All students are required to work in the store
· A schedule will be posted weekly. Please check it to make sure you know when you work.
· THIS class will work in the morning during homeroom or during your lunch period.
· If you do not show up for your shift, you will not get graded for that day.
