Types of Assessments
· Structured Anecdotal Report – provides a written description (narrative report) of a student’s behavior in a particular setting or time periods.  Used to clearly identify specific behaviors so that they can be measured; often used as a first step in recognizing specific behaviors and their related environmental events.
· ABC Style – Lists antecedents, behaviors and consequences
· Event Recording – directly and accurately reflects the number of times a behavior occurs.  Suitable for behaviors that have an obvious beginning and end.  Recording tools include: tally marks, checkmarks, hand-held frequency counters etc. (i.e. word recognition, coin counting etc.)  GRAPH
· Interval Recording – used to record the occurrence of a behavior within a specified time period.  Results in an estimate of the actual number of times a behavior occurs. GRAPH
· Duration Recording – used to measure the length of time a student engages in a particular behavior.  Suitable for behaviors that have a clear beginning and end.  A timer is used to measure duration. (i.e. talking, interacting with peers) GRAPH
· Latency Recording – used to record the length of time that elapses from the time the student us cued until he/she begins the behavior.  (i.e. academic assignments)

· Scatter plot (matrix) – used to chart the relationship between specific instructional variables and student responses.  These techniques also will be useful in identifying possible environmental factors (e.g., seating arrangements), activities (e.g., independent work) or temporal factors (e.g., mornings) that may influence the behaviors.
